LATTYsealis mechanical seals are balanced single-effect seals with quench option. This mechanical seal is specially 
designed  to ensure optimum sealing even with difficult products such as alumina, phosphate, abrasive, adhesive, 
crystallising or corrosive products.

The feature of LATTYsealis mechanical seals is the membrane which is made up of a steel core covered with elastomer. 
This covering provides chemical and mechanical abrasion protection.

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The sleeve is screwed to the end of 
the equipment shaft, enabling precise 
adjustment of the spring force. The contact 
pressure between the friction surfaces is 
achieved by this adjustment.

Factory pre-adjusted cartridge assembly, 
ready to install on the equipment. Due 
to the lack of drive screws, this tightened 
version mounted on a smooth shaft will 
not damage your equipment.

Cleans and evacuates any atmosphere 
side deposits by circulation of another 
pressure-free fluid coming from an 
external source.
